*Description: This home was owned by abolitionist William Wakeman in the years before the Civil War and the Town of Wilton had a dedicated group of other abolitionists centered around the local Georgetown Baptist Church. Newspaper articles recall stories about Wakeman’s late night journeys to nearby towns with fugitives hidden in his wagon. A tunnel accessible by a trap door in the floor exists underneath the house, although the entrance is now sealed. This home is privately owned and not open to the public.
